Hazel Powell [HP] born in 1931, at Chinnor Hill, Chinnor, Oxfordshire [England]. Views of North Downs. Father inherited money from grandfather upon marriage. Father bought seven acres and name it ‘Sunlea Bank’. Two elder brothers sleeping in sheds on Chinnor land. Mentions D.H. Lawrence - HP means T.E. Lawrence] [TL] loaning gypsy caravan. Comments on TL home and pretending not to be in. Father known as ‘The Hermit of Pole Hill’ [Pole Hill, Chingford]. Mentions ‘Hermit’ was vicar’s hero at father’s funeral. Father working for Sea Merchant. Father going abroad during First World War. Father’s family accounts kept in family Bible; Middle Class religious big family. 

[07.49] Father broke away from his family aged 18. Went to Pole Hill and met TL. HP Mentions father learning carpentry at nearby workshop. Mother from poor East End [London] family. Mother’s father drank. Mother; Lillian Maud Knight nee George [LK] born 1907. MG attending Guides and met father Eric Knight [EK] [born in 1901], at camp. [11.20] EK was member of Kibbo Kift. Parents married in 1924. Discusses wedding dress Kibbo Kift style and mentioned in Kibbo Kift magazine. Parents both in Kibbo Kift when children young. ‘Three Kinsman Bold’ [14.10] Sang Kibbo Kift songs. HP comments on Summerhill choir and being asked not to sing. Kibbo Kift Idealistic and making better world. Mother MG gave out Kibbo Kift leaflets to cinema queues. Brothers: Douglas Keith Knight [DK] born 1926, Geoffrey Knight [GK] born 1928. DK hitting GK with hammer.

Describes early family life and births of brothers. [29.42] HP discusses her and siblings’ schooldays. Attending Forest School Forest School organised by Order of Woodcraft Chivalry. Purchase of mansion for Forest School. 
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
