(This is only part of the summary)

Michael David Tutt [MT] born 9 October 1953 in Ipswich. Parents were Derek and Denise. Father in Army since 18th birthday, 1944. Details father’s keenness to serve before this time. Father was demobbed 1952, married MJ’s mother in same year and took temporary jobs following army years. Father’s occupation Temporary Warehouse Man – worked in a plastics factory, Ipswich. Mother  lived with MJ’s grandparents, west of Ipswich, in tiny Victorian terraced house. MJ and parents moved to prefab bungalow in Ipswich shortly after MJ’s birth, in area that was almost countryside. Family lived there for six or seven years. Sister, Jacqueline, born in 1955. In 1960, MJ’s father worked for General Post Office; moved to council house south west of Ipswich. Notes the importance of fields and trees to a sense of being at home.

[4.50] Childhood enjoyments dictated by his parents’ lack of money. They rarely went out. Father keen that children should do better than him. Family house being filled with books; father’s insistence on early and wide reading. Family poor but not lacking in anything. Father’s job as a rural postman enabled him to bring back pheasants, eggs and farm produce; supplemented the family’s income. Father liked DIY. Remembers fixing and mending as staples of family life. Mentions skills as essential to domestic life at the time. Lived in council house three or four years. Started school in 1960. Family moved a couple of years after to MJ’s grandparents’ house, where he had been born. Went to schools close by (Springfield Infants and Springfield Junior) and stayed until he passed his 11+. Father was pleased by this success, and also by his sister’s passing of the 11+ later.

[9.23] Went to grammar school called Northgate near the prefab bungalow. Interested in History and Geography and reading factual world knowledge in particular. [11.00] Encouraged by mother to join church community locally; Methodist. No particular tradition of Methodism in the family but attended church every Sunday. MJ and sister went to Sunday School. MJ joined local church Boy’s Brigade branch. Remembers marching and doing drills. Took pleasure in symmetry and order but wasn’t really keen. Boys Brigade encouraged the learning of skills. MJ learned First Aid and relished its technical and theoretical knowledge as well as practicalities. 

[13.45] Went on caravan holidays to seaside in early life. In 1966 his father hired a car and borrowed a large army tent and took family on camping holiday. Went to Kent, which was where father had been brought up. Spent ten days getting wet in a single skinned tent. MJ’s first experience of camping. Family could afford to go to Butlins for a couple of years, first at Skegness and then they planned to go to Bognor in 1968. Mother’s brother (Richard), ten years older than MJ, married Sue in 1966, who was part of the Order of Woodcraft Chivalry. In 1968 MJ and his sister were invited to the Order’s summer camp at Bear Wood Royal Navy Merchant College near Bracknell, Berkshire. As Bracknell was on the way to Bognor, the children were allowed to attend before going to Butlins. They arrived knowing no-one but Aunt and Uncle. Sister was homesick and horrified to stay in a small tent. MJ thoroughly enjoyed it, but sister only lasted 24 hours. MJ didn’t want to go to Butlins. Butlins was the antithesis of the camp experience. Country dancing, cooking food over a wood fire, singing around a camp fire were things that MJ had never experienced but really enjoyed. 

[20.01] August 1968. He was drinking tea with the Parker family and listening to the Home Service on the radio. Heard news of the Soviet tanks invading Czechoslovakia. [Cries] [21.53] This was his first exposure to the political situation and he was affected by it for years even though he didn’t understand its significance. In 1996 MJ stood in Wenceslas Square, Prague, with Logan [Martin Kupka, a member of the Czech Woodcraft League], who showed him where he had been when the tanks came in, and showed him the shell holes in the museum. Logan described them as ‘Stupid bloody Russians’; they hadn’t realised that it was a museum, not the president’s palace. 

[24.21] Knew nothing of the Order before attending. Camp in 1968 was massive. The annual camp at Bear Wood was a recruitment drive and so included Order members but also other families, such as the Parkers. Adverts had been placed in The Guardian and the National Childbirth Trust, which showed the audience that the Order wished to recruit from. Sue was a teacher, David Parker was a teacher and so were other members of the family. There were lots of teachers and the predominant background was middle class. Mostly the recruitment was self-selecting - those who felt a rapport. Even if people were eating outdoors, they did so with a proper knife and fork.
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
